This course will generally follow a chronological approach to American history that will incorporate mainstream historical themes as well as other points of view of American history.  My approach will include a combination of lectures, supplemental readings, discussions, and videos and/or slides.  It is important to attend class regularly, participate in class activities, do the scheduled reading, and follow my lectures as the material from all of these components will form the basis for tests and quizzes.
